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The 2008 Road Safety Achievement Awards recognize excellence in the following areas:

Road Safety Achievement:  Professional 

This award recognizes an individual’s leadership, dedication and creativity in the field of road safety.  The award will be given to an individual involved in road safety in a professional capacity who has made a significant contribution to road safety through community programs, research, or the influence of policy. This individual will also have demonstrated strong community leadership and mobilization in the area of road safety.  Individuals working in police services, fire services or public health are encouraged to apply.  

Road Safety Achievement:  Volunteer 

All Ontarians benefit from the many volunteers who help to make our communities safe. This award highlights a volunteer’s efforts, dedication and commitment to the field of road safety.  The award will be given to an individual, or group of individuals, whose efforts have contributed significantly to road safety in their community.  (Services performed during the normal course of professional or business duties are not eligible for recognition).
Media Excellence in Road Safety

This award recognizes excellence in the reporting of road safety programs and activities within the province of Ontario.  

This award also recognizes the media’s contribution to making Ontario’s roads safer by promoting community programs and strategies for dealing with road safety issues.  This award is open to all forms of media coverage and nominations can include individuals or media outlets.  Staff or freelancers from print and electronic media are eligible for nomination.

Corporate Leadership in Road Safety

This award recognizes a corporation’s contribution and commitment towards making Ontario’s roads safer.  This award will be presented to an organization that has demonstrated a commitment to road safety through the development of community partnerships and support for community programs.  This award is open to all organizations in the private and broader public sector.

Road Safety Partnerships
This award recognizes organizations that have undertaken collaborative successful initiatives that combine multiple community and corporate entities. The award will be presented to an organization that has demonstrated a commitment to working constructively with other stakeholders including community and corporate entities to achieve successful cross-organizational road safety initiatives.

Road Safety Initiative of the Year

Ontario’s roads are among the safest in the North America, thanks in part to a variety of road safety programs, campaigns and initiatives developed by our road safety stakeholders.  This award will recognize a program, campaign or initiative launched in 2008 that demonstrates innovation, leadership and creativity in order to change driver behaviour.
