
Frequently Asked Questions  



Can more than one person nominate the same individual or team for an award, and will this increase their chances of an excellence award? 
More than one person can submit a nomination for the same individual or team. It does strengthen a nomination to have more than one nominator, particularly if the nominators can provide a different perspective on the nominee's work. We’ll accept a maximum of 4 nominations per nominee OR 1 nomination with 4 letters of support. Letters of support should not be longer than one page.
Can I nominate the same individual or team in more than one category?
No.  The nominator must choose one category. 

What should be included in letters of support for nominations? 
Supporting letters should clearly indicate who submitted the original nomination (the nominator) and who is being nominated (the candidate). The committee will accept a maximum or four (4) letters of support per nomination. Letters of support should be no more than one (1) page long.
When will the decisions be made? 
The selection committee meets for two days in April to make the final selections. 

How are award recipients selected? 
The committee reviews all the nominations by category and scores them based on how well they demonstrate the specific criteria. 

How is the selection committee put together? 
Each year the Road Safety Marketing Office puts together a committee that is as diverse and broadly representated as possible.

How will I know if my nominee has been selected?
All nominators will be informed of the results, either by phone or by letter by early May. You may also contact the Awards chair at rsaa@ontario.ca.
Who is invited to the awards ceremony? 
Nominators and candidates are invited to the ceremony.  The candidate’s Regional Planner may also attend.  Award recipients may invite a guest as well.
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
