Subject:  Release of the document Highlighting Injury Prevention in Ontario:  It’s Worth the Investment

A provincial collaboration in the field of Injury Prevention in Ontario has produced the document, Highlighting Injury Prevention in Ontario:  It’s Worth the Investment. *

This resource aims to raise the profile of injury prevention in Canada and in Ontario Injuries are the leading cause of death for people within the ages of 1 and 44.  On the other hand, there is evidence that injuries are preventable.  Therefore, an awareness of the need for consistent messaging in the province, as well as the need to involve all the relevant stakeholders in order to implement effective injury prevention initiatives has resulted in this collaborative project. 

Among other things, the document draws attention to the three principal mechanisms of injury:  falls, transportation, and suicide/self-harm.  It also offers important statistics that put injury in the urgent perspective to which it belongs.   The document provides two sections in which users can include regional or local data and statistics in order to customize the document according to their targeted audiences.
